With a view to achieving strategic objectives of the European higher education and student mobility, the Pan-European University Apeiron devotes close
attention to the study of foreign languages at all faculties within the University both in the programmes of compulsory and elective subjects.

Entrance Test

If the curriculum defines the foreign language for a specific academic year, when enrolling the year, the students shall choose a specific foreign language
that is offered in the compulsory programme. After enrolment, in the sec-ond half of October, an entrance test in the chosen language is organised for
both levels. The students are not re-quired to take the entrance test. The entrance test is organised for students who have some prior knowledge of the
chosen language. After the successful completion of the entrance test, the grade will be entered in the exam appli-cation, student's transcript and the
registry book. These students are not obliged to attend the classes of the level they have passed. If the student is not satisfied with the grade received
during the entrance test, the grade will not be recorded and the student is obliged to attend the classes and take the exam during the regular exam period.

The students who do the entrance test and take the foreign language exam without attending the course shall pay a fee determined in accordance with
the Rules on Fees and Prices of Services for the current academic year.

The possibility to test their knowledge through the entrance tests is important for students who have some prior knowledge of the chosen
foreign language as they are then allowed to choose the same language at the advanced level during the same academic year through the
program of elective subjects.
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Elective Foreign Languages Program:

As a part of the program of elective subjects, the students are allowed to choose foreign languages that are not introduced at the Pan-European University.
In accordance with the Rules on the Fees and Prices of Services, if the student selects the elective foreign language that is not introduced at the Pan-Euro-
pean University, he/she shall pay the costs of instructional classes to the relevant agency.

Therefore, the APEIRON Pan-European University allows students to advance in this area in their professional and academic career by organi-
sing foreign language tests in cooperation with ALUMNA Agency. The students have an opportunity to earn the official German Language Cer-
tificate (OSD Certificate), which is recognized throughout the German-speaking world. The students who receive a certificate of proficiency in a
foreign language and are interested to continue their career abroad can establish a direct contact with an employer through ALUMNI partner
employment agency.

Students have the opportunity to individualize their studies according to their own needs and preferences, independently selecting modular teaching
blocks, electives, professional practice, participation in conferences and research projects.

The program of elective subjects is part of the curriculum of the college/university and together with the program of compulsory subjects constitutes
regular studies in which one gets the thresh-old of 60 ECTS credits during the year. A student independently plans the content of the program of elective
subjects to the extent provided for by the curriculum of the enrolled study program.

The programme of elective subjects brings a certain number of ECTS credits in line with the curricu-lum of the enrolled study programme.
The students can fulfil their obligations related to the program of elective subjects in several ways:

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1. ORGANIZATION AND MAINTENANCE OF THE
TEACHING PROCESS

Pan-European University APEIRON performs the education-
al process as a synthesis and combination of traditional ed-
ucational forms innovated in the form of interactive teach-
ing and modern educational forms of digital generation of

©

the new generation, technologically strongly supported by
information and communication ICT technologies. The insti-
tution implements an integrated blended learning model,
which assumes the synthesis of contact teaching, digital on-
line teaching, distance education and mobile education, i.e.
synthesis of different forms of delivery of teaching contents,
different teaching methods and educational styles which in-
clude problem-based learning, project-based learning, sym-
biotic learning and research, i.e, practical work.

Types of teaching implemented at the Pan-European Uni-
versity “APEIRON":

1. Contact teaching (classes with live lectures with the
physical presence of teachers and students)

2. Digital online teaching

Part of the live lectures that take place in the form of
classical classes with the physical presence of teachers
and students are broadcast in parallel through an on-
line internet projection in the Microsoft Teams system
of the university on the appropriate channel to which
the subject belongs (this type of teaching is organized
cold).

This introduces a spatial-asynchronous model of the
digital teaching process, as an additional form of sup-
port for the category of students who are not able, for
a number of reasons, to consume the teaching process
directly from the classroom.

Manners of conducting digital online teaching:

2.1. broadcasting contact classes from the classroom
or other teaching space;

2.2. broadcasting contactless classes from the class-
room, cabinet or other agreed space.

Digital teaching in the distance education system
(full space-time asynchronous model of digital edu-
cation, all teaching activities are recorded, teaching
is supported by software interactions in the LMS sys-
tem, teaching is supported by multimedia presenta-
tions and other learning resources, limited dialogue
system of interactive teaching is supported by digital
online consultations)

Recordings of all lectures and other pedagogical activi-
ties and events in classical teaching for all subjects are
uploaded to the university Microsoft Teams system, no
later than two days from the day of these lectures. The
recordings are placed on the appropriate channel to
which the subject belongs. Students will be able to at-
tend lectures indefinitely at any time by accessing the
University's Microsoft Teams system.

This introduces a full space-time asynchronous model
of digital education, as an additional form of support
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for students who were not able to consume the teach-
ing process.

Students also have at their disposal recordings of all lec-
tures for a particular subject from the last three school
years (Learning Cubes 4.0 - university software platform
for distance learning systems) and a recording of com-
plete current lectures of each subject of each study pro-
gram.

2. CONSULTATIONS

2.1. Live consultations

At the end of the completed cycle of lectures, a block of
live consultations is organized for all subjects and modules
within the last term of the lecture, which is also planned for
holding consultations and for preparing for exams.

2.2. Online consultations

Mandatory online consultations are organized before each
exam term. Mandatory online consultations are conducted
according to the published schedule, as a rule in one teach-
ing block within the week preceding the week of exam dates.

In addition to pre-examination online consultations, stu-
dents are also entitled to continuous online consultations
with teaching staff.

As a rule, online consultations are performed via written
or e-mail, via other telecommunication and software tools
within the MS Teams application (announcements, chats/
messages, notifications, meetings, collaborative work), then
via Microsoft Mail service established at the university and
telephone.

Continuous consultations that are conducted in writing are
published by the teacher at the request of students posted
via e-mail messages or text messages on the course chan-
nel. Teacher answers to one student are available to all oth-
er students in the group.

The plan of consultations is published on the notice board
of the faculty and on the WEB page of the university.

More detailed instructions on joining and using the Micro-
soft Mail service and MS Teams tools are published on the
university's WEB page as part of a special guide called “Mi-
crosoft Teams for Education - A Quick Start Guide for Stu-
dents”. Regarding the use of digital services at the Pan-Euro-
pean University, first-year students undergo special training
within a course called “Study Orientation” which is usually
organized at the beginning of the academic year.

All courses are already open as information channels in
the MS Teams system within the groups that make up the
faculties or organizational units of the university. Logging
in to the Microsoft Teams service system is done directly
from the university’s website. To log in, it is necessary to
know your own username and access password, which
were previously created by the service for all teachers
and all students.

3. DISTANCE LEARNING SYSTEM - “LEARNING
CUBES 4.0.”

All lectures, exams and all other teaching activities, includ-
ing teaching activities performed in classrooms, clinics or in
the field (such as activities in sports sciences) are recorded,
then digitally processed in the Laboratory for Information
and Communication Technologies and finally are optimized
for distribution in the distance learning system and for con-
trol functions.

In order to provide textbook support to the distance learn-
ing system, APEIRON University, as a licensed publisher,
through a network of copyright agreements through its
own publications, provides all textbooks, presentations
and other written sources in electronic form and pub-
lishes them both in writing and in electronic form of WEB
edition.

The following is available to each student through the dis-
tance learning system Learning Cubes 4.0:

e video recordings of all lectures held, as well as record-
ings of exercises and other teaching activities for each

All students of the Pan-European University “APEIRON"
are provided with full access to the distance learning sys-
tem. Each student received user data to access the multi-
media content of their respective subjects.

The materials within the system are logically organized,
which allows users to easily use and enjoy their work.
Learning Cubes 4.0 The distance learning system reduces
travel costs for students, solves the availability of text-
books and presentations, and provides learning flexibility
in every respect.

Learning Cubes 4.0 distance learning system is an up-
grade of classroom teaching, be it classical teaching or
teaching supported by ICT and computer multimedia,
with the aim of enriching knowledge in a new and inter-
esting way, giving full control over the management of
multimedia content published within the distance learn-
ing system.

About 10,000 hours of video material of recorded teach-
ing activities have been published in the distance learn-
ing system!

LEGAL GROUNDS

Pan-European University has licenses to con-
duct first-cycle studies outside the university
headquarters in the departments of Bijeljina
and Novi Grad in the study programs: Busine-
ss Administration & Entrepreneurship, Ban-
king, Finance & Trade Management, General
Law and Information Technology Engineering.
Colleges, departments and study centers are
not legal entities, but organizational units, so
that the formal enrollment of students is done
in the appropriate study programs at the uni-
versity whose headquarters are in Banja Luka.
The registers of enrolled students of the Uni-
versity are kept at the seat of the University
in Banja Luka. Students receive diplomas from
the Pan-European University with an indica-
tion of the study program they completed at
the appropriate college, without reference to
the location where the teaching process took
place.

DEPARTMENT IN BIJELJINA

Supportfor students who study outside the University headquarters

Licensed University departments enable the organization of the teaching process out-
side the head-quarters at full capacity in study programs for which the work permit
in those departments has been issued. Departments, i.e. internet centers at the same
time can (and must) provide appropriate infor-mation, communication, professional,
consulting, logistic and administrative support to all students from a geographic area
covered by the department (internet center) regardless of the enrolled study pro-
gram:

a/ administrative and technical support:

B Information and technical support upon enroliment at all study programs in pro-
viding information, re-ferring of admission, technical, educational and marketing
material related to the registration and col-lection of students’ applications, mar-
keting support in organizing and performing of marketing cam-paigns related to
admission for all study programs;

B Receipt of all written students’ submissions and their sending to the headquarters,
and providing feedback to the applicant;

B Providing information on classes schedules for all study programs in the university
headquarters and departments for all student categories, regular, extraordinary
and students who use distance learning resources;

B Collection, control and forwarding of students’ exam registrations to responsible
academic staff;

B Defining lists of students from the area of departments where the classes are per-
formed for extraor-dinary students and admissions for examinations;

B Providing information related to student services (exam dates, examination re-
sults, etc.);

B Organizing and collecting students’ surveys.

In addition, they provide the following functions:

B Access to the Internet via broadband high-speed connection that provides a fast,
efficient, comforta-ble and quality work on the Internet in terms of content down-
load from the Internet, as well as upload of the queries and results of student
work (e.g. sending term papers and other written work via the university Web mail
service).

B They also provide a sufficient number of multimedia computer systems that are
connected to the local network of the internet center itself. The multimedia fea-
tures of the computer provide video and au-dio communication in educational
forums and online sessions that are organized at the headquarters of the univer-
sity and other organizational facilities of the university, direct on-line communica-
tion and consultation with professors, professional associates or fellow students
in specific interest and work groups of students.

B Additionally, they provide access to other input-output network devices (printers,
plotters, scanners) and other electronic equipment that is installed in the local
network of the departments, thus creating conditions for free support to all Pan-
European University students in printing and scanning of docu-ments, working
with computer graphics, doing seminar and other student papers, research activi-
ties and student practice.

B Internet centers are designed to enable group, collaborative and traditional indi-
vidual studying, be-cause in addition to computer equipment they are equipped
as standard academic libraries. Each cen-ter is equipped as a branch library of the
Pan-European University.

B Internet centers provide students with a direct insight into a part of the teaching
process that takes place at the Pan-European University via on-line teleconferenc-
ing, as well as a direct insight into the teaching process that takes place at the
Pan-European University headquarters, and is broadcasted via video streaming.
This service especially refers to students who do not have adequate access to high
speed broadband Internet.

B Internet centers are fully equipped with all the necessary audio equipment, video
projection and tele-conferencing equipment.

Within the Pan-European University internet centers responsible for distance learning
support, a cer-tain professional and educational support is provided to all students,
regardless of their enrolled study program.
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In the departments outside the seat of the University, full regular classes and traditional exams for study programs that are licensed in
these departments take place. However, in accordance with the legal and statutory rights of students, all students of the Pan-European
University, regardless of the enrolled study program, i.e., regional or geographical affiliation, enjoy appropriate complex and meaning-
ful support, which includes: information, communication, professional, consulting , logistical and administrative support. All students
are provided with quality, comprehensive and effective support through a unique concept of digital education (see the section “DIGITAL
EDUCATION").

In accordance with the Law on Higher Education, regional study centers take a significant part of the above support to all students,
regardless of the study program that the student enrolled and the regional affiliation of the student. Within the study centers, a student
can also access those knowledge tests that are allowed by positive laws and bylaws. Also, at the headquarters of the Pan-European
University, a special teaching process and exam deadlines are organized that are adapted to the needs and possibilities of part-time
students, regardless of their geographical affiliation.

(1) Studying, individual and group work of students

B Individual studying via the Internet, access to the Pan-EuropeaUniversity distance learning system and other knowledge bases and
educational resources on the Internet;

B Individual studying by means of written sources and printed books in the Internet center libraries;

B Group-studying via the Internet within educational internet forums which are, for each subject, i.e. a narrow scientific field, formed in
the distance learning system;

B On-line oral and written consultations with the teaching staff and associates;

B Collaborative studying in work groups in the classrooms of the Internet Centre;

B All forms of student practice and research projects that require computer, telecommunications and information technology support.

(2) Teaching activities

B |n the Internet centers organized in the departments, only consultative, i.e. instructional classes are organized. The classes will not
be held for study programs that have a license to be performed at the University headquarters in Banja Luka, and are not licensed in
certain departments. Full teaching pro-cess for this category of students (extraordinary students) is organized at the University head-
quarters, on Friday afternoons and during every weekend, to the extent which is not less than one-third of all teaching material that
is supplied to regular students.

B Internet centers organized in the departments or independently will provide support to all Pan-European University students in order
to gain insight into the teaching process via video streaming or archival projections of lectures held at the Pan-European University
in the reading rooms, i.e. regional university library. Furthermore, teleconferencing provides support for participation and active in-
volvement of students in various educational events held at the Pan-European University, such as seminars, scientific conferences,
round tables, etc.;

B Internet centers will, if necessary, or upon the request of students organize ad-hoc consultations with mentors, tutors, teaching staff
and associates;

B Seminars, conferences, round tables and various forms of educational workshops that are organized in the departments are available
to all Pan-European University students;

B Internet centers will also serve as a support for student research projects.

(3) Knowledge evaluation

In the departments’ internet centers examinations will be organized for all Pan-European University students from subjects that have

common basics of the study cycle, i.e. common basics of a broader scientific field, and which are held at the Pan-European University (as

an integrated university) accord-ing to the unique program for all study groups and for which, in the process of teaching and knowledge
evaluation specific teaching groups are organized.

Pan-European University will organize examinations outside the headquarters of the university for subjects whose nature requires it, in

accordance with the provisions of the Article 46 of the Law of Higher Education, and based on the curriculum of these subjects and in

accordance with the University Statutes and Regulations on the evaluation of knowledge and achievement of students. In certain study
programs, a number of clinical and laboratory subjects fall into this category, as well as practice, internships and volunteering, which are
also being graded in the ECTS system.

In order to provide effective support to these subjects and students’ activities, Pan-European Universi-ty has concluded appropriate con-

tracts on academic, business and technical cooperation with regional clinical, spa and laboratory facilities, so that students, in this part of

their studies, could receive appro-priate, close, more efficient and quality support.

B Upon the request of students, internet centers can organize only those knowledge evaluations which are part of students’ pre-exam
requirements, and which are performed on computers via direct, pro-tected, encrypted and immediate connection to the Pan-Eu-
ropean University server system in Banja Luka, and within the standardized software LMS (Learning Management System) package;

B Evaluation activities within students’ pre-exam requirements are carried out practically via global com-puter network in the Pan-Euro-
pean University server system, because every computer of the Internet center is actually a part of the Pan-European University WLAN;

B Evaluation activities within the domain of pre-exam requirements take place in a controlled environ-ment with provided physical and
technological protection of the evaluation process using the following instruments;

B Authentication access of each student to any computer system in the Internet center based on the card reader that loads the student
card for which an individual PIN code is entered, user name and password of each student;

B Controlled conditions during the evaluation;

B Evaluation tests, questionnaires or other applied forms of students’ pre-exam requirements are gen-erated in the server system at the
headquarters of the Pan-European University, while computers in the Internet centers actually serve as workstations;

B The communication channel is encrypted and protected by a PKI card system, while the connection channel is encrypted with 1024-bit
encryption algorithm, which is used in banking.
